Status definition
At all stages communication and involvement of family/whanau and other services is an important part. We have a variety of House tools to help address and support change. The house tools are a process where the young person and the house are made aware of the behaviour and how the house can support the young person to change the behaviour. Should the behaviour not change. We will communicate with family social worker and referrer in terms of the following process.
Limbo – a stage of the program where a resident is required to demonstrate their commitment to be part of the program following concerns around repeat issues/concerns. If the person demonstrates and is assessed as willing to engage then a contract around the concerns is to be made. Other services and family/whanau should be involved in the Limbo review meeting.

Stand-down – this occurs when a person has displayed a repeated pattern of concerns despite attempts being made to address the concerns – normally they will have been through the limbo stage. More serious concerns may mean a person moves straight to this stage without having progressed through limbo or other stages. Prior to the decision to stand a person down a meeting should be organised with family/whanau, social worker, referrer and others involved – the meeting will explore the concerns with a view developing a plan. The person will normally remain at the program until a safe exit is confirmed. Stand down are normally limited to no more than 7 days.

Discharge – This would normally be made when a person is in the stand down stage and where returning to the programme is assessed as not the best option. This decision should be made involving family/whanau and other services with Odyssey. The discharge plan should include any time frames around consideration for returning and what needs to be demonstrated for this to occur.
